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In accocdance with Provincial Decree 6//2022, of June 22,
2022, which develops the LOMLOE, this educational program
aims to help the development of the expression of the
actistic sense and creativity, thus favoring the
comprehensive education of students.

Although many of the objectives formulated for this stage are
addressed in a cross-cutting mannec, the following ace
specifically worked on:

1.Use different representations and artistic expressions and
stact building visual and audiovisual proposals.

2.Acquire in at least aone foreign language the basic
communicative competence that allows them to express and
understand simple messages and to function in evecryday
situations.

» Maintain and transmit to students a tolerant, respectful and
trusting, affectionate and non-discriminatory attitude.

» Help in the socialization of the students.

ACTIVITIES

The activity consists of a
pre-visit to the educational
center, a visit to the Museum
and a post-visit to the
educational center.

Finally,
they will each have to choose
a painting that will be ”The
Ugly Squarce”, which they will
have to help.

3ed Actistic expression
DURATION:1 HOUR.

The 1idea is for them to
cceate a creative plastic
wock on the wocks of Cecilia
Paredes and Antoni Tapies,
transforming them into
unigue works made 1in their
own pecsonal style.

Post-visit: the wvisit is
made to the educational
center to cecapitulate
activity and the works
cacrried out, review what
they did and thank them for
their pacticipation and
intervention.
